Interplay delight the ear with Latin and African rhythms mixed in with familiar and not-so-
familiar jazz tunes. This quintet play sax, trombone, keyboard, bass and percussion.

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In July 2009 I was posted to Cairo for a year.  
For some unknown reason I thought this was a 
perfect opportunity to test my level of endurance 
and once and for all prove that anybody can run, 
even me with my gammy legs. So I signed up for 
the Marathon des Sables - "The toughest foot 
race on earth!", having never completed a single 
marathon, I thought 6 in 7 days across the    
Sahara would go some way to proving my 
point.  Unfortunately many of these marathons 
will be made across sand dunes, while carrying 
all my kit and food for the full 7 days!  So here I am, a little over 2.5 months until the start, 
battling the flu, wondering just how I'm going to get fit enough for the ordeal ahead. 
  
As well as representing a personal challenge, it is also an opportunity to raise money for 
charity.  The UK charity I have chosen will be an obvious choice to those who know me 
and the Hull-Bailey family, for those that don't.  Both my Father Len and brother Sam have 
sustained serious head and spinal injuries in separate hangliding accidents in the not too 
distant past. Thankfully my brother made a full recovery, my father was less fortunate, and 
although leads a pretty normal existence, through his own personal determination and the 
support of his family and friends, he still battles the permanent damage of such a serious 
injury.  

  
My brother's full recovery and father's progress were attributable to the dedicated care 
received from the staff on Osborne 4, (Spinal and Head Injury Unit) at Northern General 
Hospital, Sheffield. Through the Sheffield Hospitals Charitable Trust I hope to raise money 
for the unit to aid in the treatment of, and understanding surrounding head injuries. 
 

I'm funding the entry and all the kit needed for this event myself (~ £4000) so everything 
you donate will go directly to the Osborne 4 and the charity.  BP will match any donation I 
make to charity to the tune of £5000; this means we can really boost the donation.

Dear Friends 

 
The last few weeks have 
been very challenging for 
many people with the  
persistent wintry conditions. Beautiful as 
our snowy local landscape has been, the 
hazards of driving, walking and trying to 
keep to normal routines have taken some 
of the fun off the opportunity for sledging 
and creating snow sculptures. However, 
our local difficulties have been put very 
much into context when we reflect on the 
devastating effects on, and plight of the 
people of Haiti following the recent major 
earthquake, not to mention the huge death 
toll and numbers injured. 
 
Suddenly it seems wrong to complain too 
much about our conditions and we thank 
God for what we have and enjoy, and for 
the prosperity and relative safety we know 
and share together. The `Blitz Spiritô that 
has sustained us during the last few weeks 
will now hopefully focus on our `neighbourô 
in Haiti through personal and Government 
donations towards the massive relief effort 
needed and the long term reconstruction 
and support of the bereaved and trauma-
tised. Alongside our material support must 
be our continuing thoughts and prayers for 
the Haitian people. Both will continue to be 
needed long after Haiti has passed from 
news bulletins and newspaper headlines.  
 
We do believe and trust in a loving, compas-
sionate and merciful God, and not a vengeful 
God who strikes errant people or nations 
down. God shows us through Jesus that He 
shares in our suffering and seeks to bind up 
the wounded, and heal. We know why earth-
quakes happen, but we donôt know how 
much power God has to prevent them. Haiti 
raises questions about Godôs Will and during 
Lent we explore the cross of suffering and 
the tomb of new life. We affirm faith in a God 
who does not abandon us and who, through 
His love for the world, was prepared to give 
the most precious thing He had, Jesus, in 

 order that we may know and share Godôs 
eternal life and love. 
 
Haiti is the poorest country in the western 
hemisphere and, tragically, with hardly any 
infrastructure many more people who      
survived the quake will die or will face a very 
uncertain and difficult future. Putting politics 
or blame for the countryôs plight pre-quake 
aside, let us pray that the international relief 
agencies in partnership with Haiti and the 
international community will build a future 
that offers hope of transformation, renewal 
and prosperity for every survivor. Maybe this 
monumental tragedy will begin to turn a hell 
on earth into a glimpse of heaven.  Please be 
generous in your giving, your prayer and your 
concern.

2)  Playground Equipment: Repairs have 
been undertaken to the existing playground 
equipment at a cost of £1,432.28.  Grant aid 
and lottery funding are being sought towards 
the provision of new play equipment.  The 
Chairman had taken advice from the Peak 
District National Park Authority as to whether 
planning permission would be required for  
the proposed new equipment and, as the 
equipment will not exceed 4 metres in height, 
planning permission will not be required. 
 
3) Traffic Speed ï Old Buxton Road:  
30 mph signs have now been painted on the 
road. 
 
4)  Renovation of Public Conveniences: 
The PC is pursuing the matter of refurbish-
ment of Ashfordôs public conveniences. 
 
5) Bus Incident: A quotation from Mr Barrie 
Marsden has now been approved by the   
insurance company and repairs to the bus 
shelter will commence in the near future. 
 
6)  Peniunk Lane: Derbyshire County Council 
will be asked to jet the drain at the bottom of 
Peniunk Lane.
