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THOSE MAGNIFICENT MEN - Jim Storr writes

In late February you may have noticed Caryl Heath wandering around the village wearing
an old-fashioned flying helmet! Those of an enquiring mind might have even approached
her and been told of a forthcoming performance at the Institute by the New Perspectives
Theatre Company entitled AThose Magnifice
absolutely enthralling evening that was entertaining, gripping and informative.

The play followed the fortunes of Captain John Alcock, a WW1 fighter pilot and Lieutenant
Arthur Whitten Brown (his navigator) who flew their converted bomber, a Vickers Vimy
biplane, 1880 miles across the Atlantic in June 1919 to claim the £10,000 prize offered by
Lord Northcliffe for the first crossing. Alcock was played by CP Hallam and Brown by
Richard Earl. Both actors also played additional parts as the evening progressed.

The story started with Alcock and Brown in their respective POW camps in Germany and
Turkey, followed their enrolment in the scheme, preparations alongside the other contest-
ants, the flight itself, and the aftermath. The stage sets were simple, intriguing and effective:
the faithful Vickers Vimy comprised trestle itables,canvas,dustbin lids,string and struts
probably quite like the original!

The performance was outstanding. The delivery, timing and actions carried us along,
sometimes at breakneck speed from England to Newfoundland and back across the Atlantic
into an Irish bog. They were able to switch effortlessly from farce to seriousness to pathos,
leaving the audience sometimes laughing, sometimes spellbound and always engrossed in
the remarkable story of that outstanding achievement by those, sometimes forgotten, mag-
nificent men 1 the two pioneering British aviators who made the first non-stop transatlantic
flight.

She also holds inspirational country craft courses at
her Craft Workshop but we arranged for Janet to come to Ashford to show us felt
making. Thirteen of us took part and thoroughly enjoyed making landscapes

A few of us have been inspired to try
the stabbing method of building felt and creating a bag by knitting with real wool
and then felting the finished object by the washing method.
