Santa Claus has many different names around the world including Father Christ-
mas in the UK, Pere Noel in France, Kriss Kringle in Germany, La Befana in Italy, 
Julinesse in Denmark, Dedushka Moroz (meaning Grandfather Frost) in Russia 
and the Three Kings in Spain and Mexico. 
 
The typical image we have of Santa Claus dressed in red clothes with white fur 
trim, is an amalgamation of cultural input over many years. Some people claim 
the image of Santa we know today is from Coca-cola advertising, but this simply 
isn't true. The standard Santa garb was well established by the 1920s and it was 
not until the 1930s that Coca-cola first used the Santa Claus design in their  
advertising. 
 
The word Christmas comes from Cristes maesse, or "Christ's Mass." There is no 
set date for his birth in scripture and it wasn't celebrated on any particular day. 
However Christmas was first celebrated on the 25th of December in Rome in 
336AD with an aim to replacing the popular pagan winter solstice celebrations.  
 
The first Christmas card was designed in 1843 by JC Horsley. 
 
The twelve days of Christmas are the days between Christmas Day and Epiphany 
(6th of January) and represent the length of time it took for the wise men from the 
East to visit the manger of Jesus after his birth. 
 
Popular belief holds that 3 wise men visited Bethlehem from the east bearing 
gifts. However there is no mention in the bible about the number of wise men who 
visited. Three gifts were brought - gold, frankincense and myrrh, but names com-
monly attributed to the wise men - Gaspar, Melchior, and Balthasar were added 
some 500 years later. 
 
The 26th of December is traditionally known as St Stephen's Day, but is more 
commonly known as Boxing Day. The reason it was called this is either alms 
boxes in church were opened and the money distributed to the poor, or alterna-
tively it was named from the practice of servants receiving boxes of gifts from 
their employers on this day. Boxing day is NOT named after the practice of throw-
ing out large numbers of boxes after Christmas! 
 
English Puritan leader Oliver Cromwell banned Christmas between 1647 and 
1660 because he believed such celebrations were immoral for the holiest day of 
the year. 
 
The first postage stamp to commemorate Christmas was issued in Austria in 1937

Development Working Party: We have now passed our aim of raising £2,000 for this 
year to be donated to the orphanage in Sierra Leone.  There will be a Gift Day in No-
vember and the Garden Party at Cressbrook in September. 
 
Finance: Everything is looking in good shape at the moment. David Lee hoped to have 
interim reports ready for the next meeting. 
 
Adverts in the Magazine: The price of advertising has now been decided and the ad-
vertisers had agreed on the amount.  It was agreed that the village post office and other 
village organisations should not be charged for any public announcements they may 
wish to make. 
 
Help on Duty Rota:  We need more servers and intercessors but no further offers of 
help have been received.  Rev JP is willing to organise any training sessions that may 
be needed. 
 
Service Planning Team: The plan for this team is to put together a small worship group 
to organise some of our services.  The group would consist of the clergy, our reader, 
Caroline, at least one of the churchwardens and anyone else who may be interested.  
The team would prepare All Age Services and some special services such as that on 
Mothering Sunday.

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Dear Friends 

 
Have you researched your family tree? 
With a surname like mine I am always  
being asked where my family originates 
from. I have some outlines of a tree, 
enough to see that Dutch Baltic and North 
Sea coast merchants feature and that I  
am descended from a repertory theatre 
travelling actor (now thatôs where the Panto 
Dame comes in!!) 
 
Who do you think Jesus was? It is a bit 
like the TV genealogy programme where 
you follow somebody piecing through re-
cords, newspaper clippings and peopleôs 
recollections of their family history. Did you 
know that names with `Barô in them have 
Jewish roots? This is because Jewish peo-
ple were keen to know where a person 
came from (Bar means `son ofô). It helped 
to define who they were talking to. 
 
Family trees in the Bible donôt look very 
exciting with their long lists and little detail. 
St. Matthew traces Jesus back to Abra-
ham, the father of the nation. St Luke goes 
back even further through human history to 
Noah and then to Adam. If you look closely 
at Matthewôs tree he includes a real assort-
ment of women as well (a harlot, a Moab-
itess, a seducer and an adulteress. 
 
Whilst Luke and Matthew donôt agree on 
the exact line of Jesusô earthly family, Mat-
thew helps us to understand what we are 
preparing for in Advent and celebrating at 
Christmas and during Epiphany. The family 
tree he puts together, including Rahab, 
Ruth, Thamar and Bathsheba show us that 
the old barriers between Jew and gentile, 
male and female, saint and sinner, were, in 
Jesus, finally broken down. Matthewôs ver-
sion of the family tree establishes that in 
Jesus Christ, a new beginning is to be ex-
perienced by the worldôs people. 
 
The question for you reading this is `Who 
do you think he is?ô ï an infant born to  

 
 

poor  refugee and homeless parents? The 
Saviour of the World? My Lord and my God? 
 
As you prepare for and enjoy the festive sea-
son, reflect on your encounter with Jesus and 
how you may allow Him to share in the your 
lives.

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SUMMARY OF ASHFORD IN THE WATER PARISH COUNCIL MEETING 
NOVEMBER 2009 

 
1) Parish Council Website: Discussions were held with Chris Gilbert of Sitegateway 
as to how the website can be improved and completed, with a view to going live as soon 
as possible.  It was suggested that the website could provide links to Ashford businesses 
and local organisations and a notice will be placed in the parish magazine regarding this. 
 
2)  Playground Equipment: The parish council Chairman, Cllr David Windle, had held 
a site meeting with Playdale and had obtained 2 quotations: one for new equipment total-
ling £20,369.00, and one for repair of the existing equipment totalling £1,137.28.  It was 
unanimously agreed that the second quotation for repair of the existing equipment be 
accepted immediately and Playdale instructed to proceed with this.  It was also agreed 
that grants would be sought towards the acquisition of new equipment and, to this end, 
Les Warren from DDDC would be approached for assistance.  The parish council also 
agreed to contribute £5,000 towards new playground equipment. 
 
3) Bus Incident: A quotation had been submitted for repairs to the bus shelter.  How-
ever, the insurance company had asked for a further quotation to be sought prior to pro-
ceeding. 
 
4) Weirs: A letter had been received from Mr B R Shepherd expressing an interest in the 
possibility of installing micro hydro power plants at the weirs in Ashford.  Details of this 
scheme had been received, but the parish council decided not to pursue this further. 
 
5) Precept 2010/11: This will be discussed further at the next parish council meeting. 
 
6) Bush at top of Fennel Street: Complaints had been received about the large bush 
overhanging the pavement. 
 
7) Hedge on A6 at Hillmorton: Needs cutting back as it is overhanging the footpath. 
 
8) Peak Park Planning Workshop ï Saturday 5 December: It was agreed that the 
Chairman would attend this in order to gain a better insight into the Peak Park planning 
system. 
 
9)  Planning Matters: 
1) Decision: Woodland View, John Bank Lane ï Addition of timber framework to 
existing walled patio to form a conservatory: Granted subject to conditions. 
2) Decision: Devonshire Arms Farm, Sheldon ï Erection of agricultural building 
and creation of a new access track: Granted subject to conditions. 
3) Decision: 5 Fennel Street - Alterations and extension to dwelling: Granted sub-
ject to conditions. 
4) Moorfield Farm, Flagg: Permission for retention of dwelling for five years had been 
refused.  The parish council had no objection to this application and their decision re-
mains the same. 
 
10) Date of Next Meeting: The next meeting will be held on Tuesday 8 December 2009 
at 7.30 pm in Ashford School.

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Ashford Holy Trinity Church raise more funds for Sierra Leone 
 
The Revd Tony Kaunhoven recently presented a cheque for £1,181 to Kate French, Chair 
of Village Aid, representing a further contribution to the Sally Koroma Orphanage in 
Sierra Leone. Holy Trinity Church, Ashford in the Water, has committed to raising £2000 
per year over a three year period.  
This latest contribution was raised from the Churchõs recent flower festival and further 
fundraising events are planned for later in the year.  
 
Over the last 18 months the Church has raised over £3000 to help change the lives of 
these children who lost their parents in the ten year civil war that ended in 2002.  
 
Their support is provided in collaboration with the Bakewell based charity Village Aid 
and helps support Sally Koroma and her Life for Relief orphanage and school in Mile 91 
(appropriately named as 91 miles north of the capital, Freetown).  
 
This area was a centre for rebel activity during the war, many people were displaced 
and thousands of children lost their parents. When Sally Koroma returned to Mile 91 she 
was surrounded by orphans and widows who had returned to find their families.  
 
Sally opened her home to a few children, feeding them from her own gardens, and the 
generosity of neighbours. The numbers kept growing and six years on, she has turned 
her modest home into Sally Koromaõs òLife for Relief Orphanageó and is responsible for 
the school fees and feeding of 250 children.  
 
The funds raised by Ashford Holy Trinity Church pay for the school fees, books and uni-
form for the majority of the children. The church has committed to cover these costs 
for 3 years. Over this period Sally is developing 13 acres of farmland near the orphanage 
that will supply both food for the children and also allow an income to be developed to 
pay for the school fees and costs on an ongoing basis.

ASHFORD WOMENôS  
INSTITUTE 

Sheila Wilde writes 
 
On 6 October six of our members 
enjoyed a day at the annual autumn meet-
ing of the Derby Federation of Womenôs 
Institutes.  
 
A small group of our ladies visited a Hindu 
Temple in Derby on Mon 9 Nov which they 
found very interesting. 
 
On Tue 10 Nov some of our members 
joined a host of WIs from around the 
County at an event staged by the Derby 
Federation at the Ashford Institute. Entitled 
Christmas is Coming , we were treated to 
a demonstration of festive floral art followed 
by a tasty buffet lunch.  During the after-
noon session Nancy Hawksworth showed 
us how to produce super culinary Christmas 
gifts, passing round scrumptious tasters. 
 
At our November monthly Raschelle Maltzï 
Jones spoke about freshwater pearls and 
beads, sharing her large collection of pearl 
jewellery for us to admire and buy.  A natu-
ral pearl is of its own making when a fine 
grain of sand, a tiny sea creature or other 
irritating body floats in between the two 
halves of the shell and the oyster, unable to 
dislodge it, covers it with successive thin 
layers of the same substance with which it 
smoothly lines its otherwise rough shell.  
This substance called nacre forms every 
natural pearl. 
 
Cultured pearls are produced from oysters 
with manôs help. They are induced in a 
young oysterôs body by the skilful insertion 
of an irritant.  Imitation pearls are manufac-
tured and no oyster has any part in the pro-
duction of these pretty beads. 
 
Raschelle gave us some tips of what to look 
for when buying pearls, such as colour,

DARK NIGHTS 
The darker nights have arrived and there has been a general increase in crime across the 
county which is the norm for this time of year. You do live in a safe area but unfortunately 
the perfect world does not exist. Every one still needs to be alert and make their own home 
and property as secure as possible. 
 
CALLS FOR SERVICE 
From 15 October -17 November 09 there were seventy two calls for service where members 
of the public have reported suspicious incidents relating to people selling things door to door, 
vehicles driving slowly or parked in unusual places or people who are walking around, look-
ing at property. All these incidents are checked out as a priority and there is normally an ex-
planation for the behaviour of the person or vehicle but some are of great value to the police 
service from an intelligence point of view with regard to travelling criminals. If something 
causes you to be suspicious please ring in straight away so we can act on your behalf. 
 
Security Tips 

Outside security lighting ï make sure it is working - good lighting can put off or draw 

attention to a thief. 

Make it look like you are at home when you are out. Remember that most burglaries 

happen when a house or flat is empty. They are also more likely to happen in the eve-
ning or at night. Close your curtains at night so people cannot look into your rooms 
but make sure you open them during the day. 

If youôre going away ï cancel the milk or newspaper deliveries and donôt forget top 

make arrangements with the post office to retain or redirect your mail. 

Small hidden safes are suitable for passports, jewellery, cheque books, credit cards 

etc.  

Lock your garden gates, garages and sheds. Prevent intruders getting to the back 

and sides of your home by installing strong fencing or gates. A thorny hedge along 
the boundary of your property can put thieves off. Check for weak spots where offend-
ers can get through. 

Garages and sheds are full of expensive tools or gardening equipment. Keep them 

locked and mark your tools and equipment. Beware if the garage door allows a con-
necting door to the house; a thief could work undetected. Lock you car, donôt leave 
valuables such as Satnavs, cameras and laptops in the vehicles. - Consider a steer-
ing lock.

Photograph and list your valuables. Selecta DNA kits are available via Police stations. 

Join a Neighbourhood Watch or the community messaging service.

John Herbert writes : 
 
Christmas is bounding towards us; the geese 
are getting fat and all that. And of course the 
run up to Christmas during Advent is vey spe-
cial and busy in Sheldon with lots happening. 
 
If youôre reading this before Friday November 
27 (hopefully), donôt forget, wherever you are, 
to come to the Cock and Pullet at 7.30 that 
night for our Auction of Promises in aid of our 
Church. Kath, Michelle and Julia have been the 
work force behind this great idea.   
 
Weôve got together as a village to pay for a 
Christmas Tree (real one, of course, from Had-
don Hall) together with a stand to put it in, for 
the Festival of Trees in Bakewell Church. Shel-
don will have its own specially decorated tree. 
Go and have a look, I am sure you wonôt be 
surprised at the local decorations, all made in 
Sheldon, round the theme of what makes our 
village special, particularly the farming theme.
