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INVESTMENT IN CHILDREN 
 
I left Lady Manners School to pursue a degree course at Edinburgh University eighteen 
months ago, and moved to Ashford last year.  While at university, I have had the  
opportunity to become involved with a project called First Aid Africa, in which volunteers 
such as myself, travelled to Tanzania to teach first aid in areas where medical facilities 
are unavailable. The teaching was aimed at children of all ages in schools and orphan-
ages in the Kilimanjaro area.  Initially trained by the British Red Cross here in the UK,  
we taught over a six-week period during last 
July and August. 
 
Since this memorable experience, I have 
been keen to pursue more charitable  
projects. Next summer, as part of the charity 
Edinburgh Global Partnerships (EGP), along 
with seven other volunteers I am working in 
collaboration with the Mongolia-based charity, 
Children and Young Person's Protection and 
Development (CYPPD) in order to help run a 
summer camp for disadvantaged children. 
The camp will run for approximately eight weeks, taking in children who have been  
exposed to the harsh realities of life in Ulaanbaatar (the capital), often exploited through 
child labour and sexual abuse. During our time in Mongolia, we will also run an English 
school for more privileged children, where the funds obtained from this will help to estab-
lish the sustainable aims of the project. Prior to our departure next June, we must raise 
£8530, with all monies going directly to the costs of running the camp. As volunteers, we 
will cover all our own personal costs. I am planning to give an illustrated talk in April 
about the projects at the village hall to help raise funds and awareness, but would greatly 
appreciate any donations or sponsorship towards this worthy cause. Thank you.

A recent letter in the Derby Diocesan 
Newsletter by Bishop Humphrey made  
me reflect on what we are saying when  
we wish family, friends and neighbours 
something `Happyô. He was making the 
point about the uncomfortable challenging 
message of Advent being lost in the focus 
and energy spent in creating a `Happyô 
Christmas, when for people, it may be a 
season of great difficulty and sadness for  
a variety of reasons. 
 
Wishing somebody a Happy Christmas, 
New Year, Easter, Anniversary or Birthday 
hopefully would never be considered as 
`an obscenityô, but of course, we do need 
to be sensitive of particular situations and 
think about the language we are using in 
ultimately greeting a person and wishing 
them something positive and good, even in 
the midst of suffering and pain. Many of us 
lived through the trauma of 1992 for Queen 
Elizabeth IIôs family life and relationships 
and could identify with her description of 
the year as being an `Annus horribilis.ô  
Yet, that wouldnôt have prevented us from 
wishing her for 1993, a `Happy New Year,ô 
with the thought, hope and prayer within 
that greeting of an end to unhappiness and 
sadness, and that at some point, `things 
could only get betterô. 
 
We may have things we hope to leave  
behind as 2010 begins, and we may carry 
the pain of bereavement, illness, difficult 
relationships, redundancy, concern about 
the future etc into 2011- but we can also 
discover or find strength in our hope that  
a new year can bring within us renewal, 
determination, courage, energy and  
perspective, which just might begin to  
create in time, an `annus mirabilisô ("year of 
wonders"). 

 

We all need something to hope in, something 
or somebody to encourage us to see the  
light and I think this is within the greeting of  
a `Happy New Year.ô As people of faith,  
trusting in a living, loving, redeeming and

Can I wish everyone a very happy Christmas and a prosperous new year for 2010? 
 
Please make sure that you have disposed of all your Christmas wrappings. The dis-guarded 
wrappings on display outside your home will tell a thief what Santa delivered to your home 
and a thief will see them through the window if you donôt close your curtains at night. 
 
I appreciate that parking near to Bishop Purseglove school is at a premium however we 
need to ensure the safety of everyoneôs children. Please ensure that you do not park  
inconsiderately or park dangerously by stopping on the yellow zigzag markings either  
outside or near to the junction with the school drive. 
 
The Tideswell and Area Villages Community Forum met at Litton Village Hall. The meeting 
was well represented from the villages of Hassop, Pilsley, Tideswell, Litton, Gt Longstone, 
Beeley, Brushfield & Grindlow. I updated the meeting on the progress that had been made 
on the previous priority profiles which related to speeding in Litton and anti social behaviour 
in the Pot Market and BPG School at Tideswell. There was added information to the meeting 
from our SNPT engagements and the crime mapping statistics which are available at http://
www.derbyshire.police.uk the persons present then decided that the priorities for the next 
three months should be to address Anti Social Behaviour on the Cliffe at Tideswell and 
Parking on the Pavements in the village of Beeley.  
 
I am pleased to announce a ñPilotò Partnership project between Tideswell Co op, Tideswell 
Parish Council and Derbyshire Constabulary.   
 
There will be table and chairs facility on the shopôs ground floor where Police & PCSOôs can 
work on our new hand held computers and meet with local villagers, the second floor room 
has been made available to the police service and may be considered in the future for vil-
lage meetings although we do accept there is a disabled access problem to that floor.  
 
This room has been decorated, fitted out with new ceiling lights, electric sockets by the Co 
op. The company is also providing me with an ñECOò bike to get around the village. 
The Parish Council has supported this ñPartnership Projectò by financing the carpeting of 
this room and for the provision of four high tec day and night CCTV cameras. These 
ñFIXEDò cameras will cover the Pot Market, Commercial Road and the Junction with Queen 
St / Parke Rd.  
 
The Cameraôs technology allows any concerns of viewing into windows to be ñScreened 
outò. These CCTV cameras will record continuously and will comply with the rules set down 
by Data Protection Commissioner. 
 
Police Senior Management in Partnership with the Council are supporting the project by 
providing a computer Laptop which will enable me to concentrate more time at Tideswell 
and less time at Bakewell.
