APRIL 2010

1) Parish Council Website: The parish council website has now been launched:
www.ashford-in-the-water-pc.co.uk. The PC will update the site regularly regarding current
minutes, agendae, notices, general information about the parish, important dates, etc.

2) Footpaths: Mr Peter Aizlewood is the new Footpath Warden for the parish.

3) Parish Council Insurance: The parish council are seeking a more competitive
quote for their insurance for the forthcoming year.

4) Audit of 2009/10 Parish Council Accounts: It was agreed that Mr John Foster of
West and Foster would be asked to carry out the parish council external audit.

5) Parish Council Donations: These would be sent out in September 2010.

6) Village Benches: It was agreed that Mr Terry Bettney would be asked to undertake
the maintenance work on the 2 seats round the tree in the Hall Orchard, together with any
of the other benches which require attention.

7) Public Footpath, Highfields: The wall alongside the public path that runs along the
gable end of 28 Highfields requires repair as it currently poses a danger to the public.

8) Drains, Vicarage Lane: It was reported that the grates on Vicarage Lane have
dropped following the winter frosts. This will be reported to DCC.

9) Verge on A6020: A lorry has run over the verge near the cricket pitch leaving ruts, so
that mowing is impossible. DCC will be informed.

10) Public Right of Way on Hill Cross: This Right of Way has still not been re-instated
and presents with a hazardous drop of approximately 3 feet. DCC will be contacted about
this.

11) Parish Council Vacancy: There is one vacancy on the parish council - please see
separate notice in mag. An election to fill the vacancy will be arranged if ten electors give
notice in writing to the Returning Officer requesting that an election is held. The closing
date for receipt of the requests is Friday 4 June 2010. A notice has already been placed
on the parish notice board advertising this vacancy.

12) Planning Matters:

Application: Longrood Farm, Ashford Lane: Change of use of redundant barn
attached to Longrood Farmhouse to provide additional living accommodation: The
parish council has no objection to this application.

13) Date of Next Meeting: The next meeting will be the Parish Council Annual Meeting
and will be held on Tuesday 18 May at 7.30 p.m.

The Church of all
denominations has an important message to share and bear witness to, and a part to
play in working collaboratively for the stability and well-being of our nation, where the
social and economic divides may be narrowed, rather than widened.

Filled with the power of the Holy Spirit we are sent into the world to love and serve
the Lord through loving and serving others in His name. The coalition formed with
God through our Baptism is one that will never unravel, one that experiences God’s
eternal and transformational love, one that calls us to trust in and to participate fully
in as co-workers to establish God’s kingdom.

I am delighted to tell you that WAS passed the £1 million mark a month or two ago and is
now closing in on its £1.3m target. Building work on the Respite Unit commenced last
autumn and it is expected that it will open this summer. | hope to get photos of this wonderful
building when it opens. Those of you who are regular users of Ashford Post Office will have
noticed that the shelves of donated books have disappeared. This is because our local fund-
raising effort has now come to an end. | have donated the remaining books to other charita-
ble concerns. | hope those of you who gave books will find this acceptable.

Once again, please accept my warmest thanks for your wonderful support for this much-
needed facility which will offer first-class respite care for people with Autistic Spectrum Disor-
der, and give their families/carers a vital break.

Derbyshire hillfort sacked in the Iron Age?

After excavations last summer, evidence is emerging that a prehistoric hillfort at Fin Cop,
near Monsal Head, may have come to a violent end. The Heritage Lottery Fund (HLF) has
awarded a further grant of £49,900 to Longstone Local History Group (LLHG) to explore
more about the mystery of Fin Cop. A 5-week excavation from July 5 - 6 August is planned.

Last year’'s excavation revealed the deliberate destruction of Iron Age defences where the
remains of a body dating to between 400 and 200 BC were discovered. The human remains
have been identified as that of a woman, who was either pregnant or accompanied by a
young infant or baby. The investigation is hoped to answer questions such as who she was,
where she came from, when the hillfort was first built, and when extra defences were added.

Children from Longstone School, Bakewell Junior School and local secondary schools will
participate in the excavation, guided by archaeologist Dr Clive Waddington of Archaeological
Research Services Ltd, Bakewell, in conjunction with the Peak District National Park Author-
ity, English Heritage and Natural England.
