The Service for the Commemoration of the 
Departed will be on 1 November at 5pm at All 
Saints Parish Church, Bakewell.  
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13) Dangerous Tree in Ashford Cemetery: A dangerous tree has been identified in Ash-
ford cemetery and a quotation has been sought for appropriate tree surgery.  Two lime 
trees in the Hall Orchard will also be inspected for safety purposes. 
 
14) Planting: It was agreed that some further planting would be undertaken in the flower 
bed outside the school.  Accounts had now been established with Torne Valley and Calver 
Sough Nurseries and bulbs will be obtained. 
 
15) Christmas Tree: A Christmas tree will be arranged as usual for the village. 
 
16) Weirs: A letter had been received from Mr B R Shepherd expressing an interest in the 
possibility of installing micro hydro power plants at the weirs in Ashford.  The Clerk was 
requested to write to him to obtain further details of his proposals. 
 
18) Planning Matters: 
1) Retrospective Planning Applications: The parish council had contacted the Peak 
Park Authority to express concerns about the increasing number of retrospective planning 
applications.  In summary, Andrew Cook, Monitoring and Enforcement Manager at the 
Peak Park Authority, had replied to the effect that the Peak Park considers retrospective 
planning applications in exactly the same way as applications which are submitted prior to 
the development taking place. 
2) Application: Woodland View, John Bank Lane: Addition of timber framework to ex-
isting walled patio to form a conservatory: The parish council has no objection to this ap-
plication.  The site is hardly visible from any neighbouring properties. 
3) Application: 5 Fennel Street: Alterations and extension to dwelling: The parish council 
has no objection since the proposed development would have minimal impact on the 
street scene and relates to a property already damaged by over-development. 
4) Application: The Mill Barn, Dukes Drive: Conversion of barn to holiday accommoda-
tion and storage: The parish council has no objection in principle to this application, al-
though there are concerns about increased traffic at a potentially dangerous junction.  
Comments in the Justification Statement about the possibility of retaining the Mill itself to 
working order are particularly welcome and the parish council would support such moves.  
This application has subsequently been withdrawn. 
5) Application: The Coach House, Fennel Street: New garden room and store.  Single 
storey extension to existing dwelling: The parish council is unsure of the regulations con-
cerning this type of build.  However, they believe that the size and sophistication of build is 
excessive for a garden room and store on this size of plot.  It borders directly onto 5 Court 
Lane and the churchyard and the parish council feel this may impact on the maintenance 
of the shared boundary.  This extension can clearly be seen from numerous angles and 
several parishioners have objected.  The parish council therefore recommend refusal as 
this is not in-keeping with Ashford conservation area. 
6) Decision: Churchdale Lodge: To permit occupation in association with equestrian 
use, in addition to the permitted agricultural use: Refused. 
 
19) Date of Next Meeting: The next meeting will be held on Tuesday 17 November 2009 

at 7.30 pm in Ashford School.▫

SUMMARY OF ASHFORD IN THE WATER PARISH COUNCIL MEETINGS 
SEPTEMBER AND OCTOBER 2009 

 
1)Parish Council Website: Information is being placed on the PC website.  Chris Gilbert, 
website designer, to be invited to the next meeting to discuss the design and layout of the 
website in greater detail. 
 
2) Playground Committee: A further meeting is planned.  In the meantime, the PC will con-
tact the supplier of the existing equipment Playdale to arrange a site meeting with the PC 
Chairman, to explore the different options.  
 
3)Traffic Speed, Old Buxton Road: Cllrs Twigg and Duncan are arranging for 30 mph 
signs to be painted on the road. 
 
4)Village Wells: A quotation has been accepted for the restoration of village wells—this will 
commence shortly—aiming for completion of work before the 2010 well dressings.  Regret-
tably, the Peak District National Park Authority have been unable to offer either practical or 
financial assistance with this project. 
 
5)Paving outside the Post Office: A quotation is being sought for the restoration of this 
area to grassland.  Derbyshire County Council have been reluctant to assist. 
 
6) Band Concert: Matlock Band had undertaken the Band Concert on 14th June and had 
reportedly performed extremely well.  The parish council will therefore book Matlock Band 
for the 2010 Band Concert on 6

th
 June 2010. 

 
7) Renovation of Public Conveniences: DDDC confirmed the downspout, broken light and 
re-painting have been reported to Property Services Dept - repairs to be undertaken soon.   
 
8) Public Phone Box adjacent to Old Post Office: An email has been received from BT 
stating that the payphone was removed following a robbery and that the customer service 
team are being urged to replace the payphone mechanism. 
 
9) Peniunk Lane: A letter had been received from DCC confirming that arrangements had 
been made to clean out the ditch. 
 
10) Bus Incident: A quotation has now been received for repairs to the bus shelter.  This 
will be sent to the parish council‘s insurance company, Allianz, who are dealing with the 
claim on the parish council‘s behalf. 
 
11) Future of the Village School: 5 members of the PC had attended the meeting on 23 
Sept regarding the village school.  The PC concluded that an estimate of the necessary re-
pair work to be undertaken and an approach made to the diocese. The PC agreed they 
would make an annual donation to the school as they had done for a number of years. 
12) Audit of 200/09 Parish Council Accounts: The PC accounts, as prepared by Mr John 
Foster of West & Foster, had been approved and returned by the Audit Commission and will 
be duly displayed on the PC notice board. 
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Dear Friends 
 
Harry Patch, the last surviving member of 
the British Armed Forces who fought in the 
First World War died a few weeks ago and 
with him went the last first hand account of 
the horrors of trench warfare. Harry, like so 
many of his compatriots then, and now, 
found it very difficult to talk about his ex-
periences of war, and it was only when he 
reached his 100th year of life that he began 
to share not only his memories, but also 
his firm belief that war is futile. He talked 
about the battle of Passchendaele, not to 
glamorize war but to implore politicians and 
people alike always to look for ways of 
maintaining and building peace and toler-
ance 
 
The First World War, we know, was not  
the `war to end all wars‘, in fact the causes 
of the Second World War lay in the failure 
of not building a stable peace in the post 
war carve up of the former European alli-
ances. Harry Patch, like so many of his 
compatriots returned to civilian life really 
believing that the sacrifices in war were 
made to create a better world. The Armi-
stice Commemoration at the 11th hour on 
the 11th day of the 11th month, that evolved 
into Remembrance Sunday and many local 
acts of remembrance was intended to 
make people stop within their daily lives 
and events to remember the fallen and in 
remembering to pledge to strive within  
our power to build and maintain peace 
wherever there is tension or conflict. 
 
Perhaps a few years ago people wondered 
if Remembrance Sunday and the events 
that surround this may somehow fade or 
be changed once the veterans of the 1914-
1918 War had gone. However, we know 
that there have been only a handful of days 
since 1945 when there hasn‘t been a con-
flict raging somewhere in the world (many 
with British Service personnel involved in 
one way or another) and with our thoughts 
focusing on the commemoration of the war  

 
 

 
 

in Iraq and the continuing war if Afghanistan, 
Remembrance Sunday and Armistice Day 
are as poignant as ever and rightly call every 
one of us to wear a poppy with thanksgiving 
and pride and to spend two minutes on the 
8th and 11th November being still and quiet 
and remembering the fallen; praying for the 
victims of war (the wounded, the disabled, 
the bereaved), those serve today their coun-
try and our duty to pray and work for peace, 
the peace that begins in our own hearts and 
lives. 
 
Harry Patch never forgot members of his own 
unit killed in front of him, commemorating 
their lives when he could and ensuring that 
they did not die in vain. Nor should we as we 
give thanks for all that those who die for free-
dom and the desire for peace today. We will 
remember them.
